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NAUE Fasertechnik sends out new signals for the region - 

4 million Euro for Fiestel location 

NAUE Fasertechnik GmbH & CO. KG, manufacturers of geosynthetics, has sent out strong signals displaying its confidence in business in Luebbecke and the surrounding region. Not Frankfurt, nor Berlin, nor Hamburg, but Espelkamp-Fiestel - a relatively small town - will become the new company headquarters of NAUE Fasertechnik at the latest the beginning of 2005.  

Products made by NAUE Fasertechnik are both innovative and high-grade and for many years have been successfully applied on countless construction sites all over the world: in road works, civil and underground engineering, in landfill sites and in tunnel constructions, and longest of all in the hydraulic engineering sector. Reliability, innovation, cost-efficiency and experience are all features which have contributed to making the company a global player in the field of manufacturing and application of geosynthetics. 

All the more important therefore is the decision of the company’s management to strengthen and expand the main location in Fiestel - and with apparent success. Clearly visible on the company’s own premises is the new administration building, whose functions and architecture are based on the properties of NAUE products: innovative, high-grade, cost-efficient and ecologically–friendly. Site management is in the capable hands of the BKS architects Brinkmeier, Krauss and Stanczus who were also responsible for expansion work to the administration building in Fiestel and the new building in Bueckeburg. 

In questions of corporate strategy, the management is standing by its tried-and-proven concept according to which NAUE will continue to produce and supply the whole range of geosynthetic products - incidentally, the only manufacturer worldwide to do so. Local solidarity and global market orientation go hand in hand, according to the company’s management: “We are well aware of our responsibilities for the economics in the region” and therefore it need not be mentioned that awards of construction contracts go primarily to local businesses. That means 4 million Euro will be flowing into the local economy very soon!" 

In future, all of the company’s business sectors will be operating under one roof.  Relocating production from Lemfoerde to Fiestel has already been successfully implemented, dispensing since then with cost-intensive transport of preliminary products between the Fiestel and Lemfoerde works. Another optimisation potential is to be found in reduced communication and administration channels as well as in infra-structural synergies. 

The NAUE Fasertechnik group has further locations in Germany in Bueckeburg, Toenisberg (near Krefeld) and Adorf in Vogtland (not far from the Czech border). In addition, the group has foreign subsidiaries in Europe and joint venture companies abroad in order to remain competitive in European and international markets. In order to best combat continuously increasing competitive pressure, a joint venture was established in South Africa in 2003 to manufacture concrete liners, in addition to the other production facilities in Australia and Canada. 

Besides the forthcoming move into new company premises, current business developments provide every reason for optimism. Turnover and sales were increased, despite the overall difficult market situation in the construction industry. A significant proportion of this increase was due to exports with over 60 per cent of turnover being generated abroad.  The management sees future development being equally positive as many experts estimate that the demand for geosynthetics will continue to rise. And that means prospects look good for NAUE and the Fiestel location.
